As part of the conference, a photography exhibition titled «Memories of Minor Asia»
is organized under the responsibility and supervision of the «Christos Kalemkeris»
Museum of Photography. It includes original photos and with modern printing and
technological methods it depicts and reminds on the one hand the cosmopolitanism
and high culture of the life of our ancestors in the major urban centers of Asia Minor,
Constantinople and Smyrna, on the other hand it is a powerful document about the
events of the Catastrophe. Through the original and unique photographic material
of the Museum of Photography and the Historical Archive of Refugee Hellenism,
the pain and uprooting of Hellenism, its settlement in metropolitan Greece, and the
attempt to rebuild its life in the country of refugee are captured. A photographic
exhibition with three imaginary themes, life before the Catastrophe, the Catastrophe
itself and life after it.

The museological reasoning of the exhibition aims to convey the past, but at the same
time, disturbing the glorious moments of prosperity, to teach the visitor about the
historical events and to instill hope and faith for life after the tragic events.

Due to the great interest of the exhibition, the exhibition remains open from October
6th until October 30th 2022, in order to receive visits from schools, clubs, student
departments and the general public from Kalamaria, Thessaloniki and Macedonia.

The exhibition is hosted at the REMEZZO exhibition space, which is located in the
area that was the first place to receive refugees and which, as a memorial site, has a
special historical and symbolic significance.

Historical Archive of Refugee Hellenism (HARH)

It has been operating since 1994 and is a Department of the Municipality of Ka-
lamaria, Macedonia, Greece. The aims of the organization are to contribute to the
preservation of the historical memory of the Greek refugees of the Asia Minor Ca-
tastrophe (1922), as well as to the study, promotion and highlighting of their history.
This is accomplished through the collection of historical documents which are made
available to the research community, as well as organizing educational, cultural and
scientific activities.

The object of interest of HARH is mainly the large refugee current of the Asia Minor
Catastrophe (1922) and the Exchange of Populations (1923-24) from Pontus, Asia
Minor and Eastern Thrace. The research also includes the Hellenism of Eastern Ro-
mylia, as well as the Hellenism of Constantinople, Imbros and Tenedos which was
excluded from the Treaty of Population Exchange. It also includes the Greek Cypriot
refugees after the Turkish invasion of 1974 and the occupation of 37% of Cyprus.
The Greek immigrants and expatriates in Europe, America and Australia, as well as
the populations of Greek origin from the countries of the former Soviet Union and
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Albania who settled in Greece in the 1990s and 2000s belong to the HARGS’ future
interests.

The regular activity of the Historical Archive mainly includes research programs, the
collection, documentation and archiving of archival documents, the enrichment of
the library, the service of the research public and scholars. Approximately two hun-
dred researchers, of various educational levels and scientific realms make annual use
of the collections and the library of HARH. In the archival material until today are
included:

* 90 Collections of Public Archives in original form or in copy (e.g. Administra-
tive, Diplomatic and Educational Services, Church archives, etc.).

e 1200 Private Collections. These include documents from individuals or families
of refugee origin (such as: applications, declarations, receipts, certificates, deeds,
certificates, refugee booklets, passports, dowry agreements, wills, personal, fam-
ily, commercial and official correspondence, calendars, student notebooks, food
ration cards, lotterv tickets, coupons, contracts, title deeds, drawings and impro-
vised maps, statutes, manuscripts, speeches, memoirs, poems etc.

e 1800 oral testimonies.

e Newspapers and publications of the period 1920-1966 (originals, copies, cata-
loging).

e 70 maps of the Geographical and Cartographic Service of the Army, the 3rd
Army Corps, the Settlement Organization, as well as handwritten maps.

» The Photograph Collection, including 6000 photos.

o The Post Card Collection, including 350 post cards with views of regions of Asia
Minor, Pontus, Eastern Thrace and of the Asia Minor Campaign.

In the Digital Repository of HARH (http://repository-HARH.ekt.gr/HARH/) all the
photos and the post cards have been uploaded and gradually the rest of the documents
will be uploaded too.

HARH has an excellent Archive of Oral Testimonies. The 1800 oral testimonies that
have been collected so far mainly concern the refugees of the Asia Minor Catastrophe
and the Exchange of Populations (1200 testimonies), but also Greeks from the for-
mer Soviet Union who came to Greece, people of refugee origin born in Kalamaria,
athletes and members of the Educational Sports Club “Apollo”, athletes of refugee
sports associations in Thessaloniki of the Interwar period. In addition, a big number
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of testimonies concern Constantinopolitans, Imbrians and Tenedians, videotaped
testimonies of refugees in collaboration with Greek Television Station ERT3, people
from Kalamaria who in their childhood, during the years of German occupation,
were hosted in villages of Macedonia to save themselves from hunger and members
of the families that hosted them.

The HARH library includes 6000 books and operates as a reading room and not as a
lending department. The books are accessible in the HARG library and the titles are
uploaded at the electronic link: https://librarykalamaria.gr/.

The HARH organizes actions aiming to inform the public about the history and cul-
ture of refugee Hellenism. In this context, publications, workshops, lectures, semi-
nars, exhibitions of photographic and archival material, concerts, theatrical perfor-
mances, audiovisual screenings have taken place. Also, educational programs, school
class visits and guided tours to the periodical exhibitions are organized. To date,
HARH has published 13 books and has organized 4 conferences, 6 workshops, 30
book presentations, 17 exhibitions and side events, 5 educational programs, 2 local
and oral history seminars, 2 panhellenic literary competitions.

The research programs is an important activity of HARH, it is implemented by its
scientific staff and external collaborators and aims to collect archival and photogra-
phic documents, as well as oral testimonies regarding the personal experiences of the
Greek refugees. HARH has collaborated with more than 60 public bodies and refugee
associations. It maintains constant collaboration with the Chair of Pontian Studies,
Aristotle University of Thessaloniki. So far, 220 students from 14 university depart-
ments of Greece have completed their internship at HARH, as well as 140 volunteers
(students and graduates of arts).

Also, HARH organized the installation and unveiling of the memorial column for
the Jewish settlement of Campbell of Kalamaria and of the monument in honor of
Admiral Votsis, in the homonymous settlement of Kalamaria.

Chair of Pontic Studies, Aristotle University of Thessaloniki

The aim of the Chair of Pontic Studies, founded by the Ivan Savvidis Charity Founda-
tion at Aristotle University of Thessaloniki (May 2017), is to teach the history of the
Greeks of Pontus, incorporated into the great unity of the Hellenism of the Anatolia,
during the Modern Times. Undergraduate courses in the School of History and Ar-
chaeology contribute to the acquaintance and gradual education of students in mat-
ters of society, economy, ideology, coexistence with other peoples, etc. that concern
the Greeks of Pontus and the whole of the Anatolia, as well as the Black Sea Area,
from the Fall of Constantinople and the abolition of the Empire of the Komnenoi
until the Exchange of Populations between Greece and Turkey (1923/4).

The academic staff of the Chair of Pontic Studies does not confine itself to its teach-
ing and research work. High on its priorities is the development of relationships and
partnerships with other Greek and foreign academic institutions, research centres
and archives dealing with relevant scientific issues, the organisation and participa-
tion in international conferences in Greece and abroad, the communication with the
Greek Diaspora etc.
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
